Peterõs 

grandmother was a Tanner, a well 

known early settler in the area.  

Building is in Peterõs bones, òIõve 

done nothing else but build since I 

was 15 and started work and have 

been in business in Katikati since 

1964ó 

His work over the last 45 years in-

cludes a lot of the kiwifruit houses 

packhouses and the chemist shop, 

the regent arcade was remodeled by us.  òMost of our 

work is from past customersó. 

His latest development is in Marshall Road.  The land in 

Marshall Road was purchased around 4 years ago.  òIõve 

always wanted to build a commercial building of my own.  

Itõd been hard to buy commercial land in Katikati until the 

council rezoned the land commercial.ó 

The building will have 4 tenancies ranging in size from 

309 m2 to 162 m2 and is expected to be finished by 

Christmas.  òItõs always a risk, I donõt have any tenants as 

yet.  Part of the reason weõre started building is that with 

the downturn in the building industry we had no other 

work.  Normally too busy working for someone else, so 

weõre taking a chance a doing itó. 

òI employ 4 guys, if it wasnõt for that building they would 

have had to find another job.  My foreman Bob Johnson 

(but no relation) served his time for me 20 odd years ago 

and he still works for me, runs the whole project and Iõm 

grateful to him for that.ó 

Peterõs hoping that people want to come to Katikati to start 

a business.  Good on him for keeping his people em-

ployed, believing in the local community and the local 

economy.
